Cedarville upset by USF in NAIA first round

Point Lookout, MO (03-11-2009) – No. 3 seed Cedarville University were sent packing in the first-round of the NAIA Division II National Tournament today when they were shocked 66-63 by Sioux Falls University. A stunned crowd watched in disbelief as the underdogs, who were 19-15 on the season, held a rusty Cedarville team to just 31 percent shooting from the field in the first half and took a 33-25 halftime advantage into the locker room. 

Layoff a factor

Cedarville fought back in the second half and actually took the lead 53-51, but after a 60-60 tie, Sioux Falls scored six of the last nine points to pull the upset. Cedarville showed the effects of having not played in 18 days but still had their chances. Junior forward Ricardo Alliman led the way with 19 points and 12 rebounds as Cedarville season ended with a 27-4 record. Christopher Walker added 11 points off the bench while senior Daniel Rose had three blocked shots to set the single-season school record with 83 rejections.
