Tulsa, OK (03-19-2009) – Junior center Jerome Jordan scored 16 points, including the last basket of the game on a vicious slam dunk, to lead the University of Tulsa to a 68-59 victory over Northwestern University last night in the first round of the National Invitation Tournament (NIT). The seven-foot Jordan also blocked three shots and altered numerous others, as Tulsa survived a late scoring drought to advance to the next round on Friday where they will face Auburn University. After being snubbed by the NCAA selection committee and left out of the NCAA field of 64, Tulsa is making its ninth appearance in the NIT and won the tournament in 1981 and 2001.
