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South Bend, IN (02-13-2009) – The No.5-ranked University of Louisville Cardinals went to South Bend seeking their 11th road victory in their last 12 tries but instead were ambushed by unranked University of Notre Dame, a team they had dominated 9-1 in their last 10 meetings. Last night the Fighting Irish came out scorching and buried 54 percent of their shots on the way to a surprising 90-57 victory to end a seven-game losing streak. Freshman center Samardo Samuels, who had two front teeth knocked out against St. John's University on Sunday, finished with 11 points and 10 rebounds as Louisville fell to 18-5 and 9-2 in the Big East. Notre Dame (13-10, 4-7 in the Big East), improved to 3-7 against ranked opponents, and the 33-point victory is their largest ever against a conference opponent.
