Louisville moves into first place tie with win over Georgetown
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Washington, DC (02-24-2009) – The University of Louisville scored an easy 76-58 victory over Georgetown University last night to move into a first place tie with the University of Connecticut for supremacy in the prestigious Big East conference. Junior center Samardo Samuels connected on 4-of-5 shots from the field and 2-of-4 from the free throw line to finish with 10 points, as he won the battle of freshmen centers with Georgetown’s Greg Monroe. Samuels got behind Munroe to score two of Louisville’s first three baskets while Monroe, by contrast, didn't take a shot until he missed a 16-foot jumper more than five minutes into the game. Louisville (22-5, 13-2 Big East) host Marquette University on Sunday, March 1, 2009, at 12:00 p.m. ET. The game will be broadcasted nationally on CBS.
