Valparaiso upsets Butler on OT
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Valparaiso, IN (01-31-2011) – Valparaiso University scored two huge baskets in the last two minutes of overtime to shock last year’s beaten NCAA finalists, Butler University, on Saturday afternoon in front of a sellout home crowd. The 85-79 victory was the Crusader’s first triumph over the Bulldogs since 1993 in this their 100th meeting. Down 40-31 early in the second half, senior guard, Michael Rogers, buried back-to back threes as part of an 11-0 run which ended with Valpo on top 42-40, their first lead since the early stages of the game. From then on it became a see-saw affair with Valparaiso (16-6, 8-2 Horizon) prevailing in OT. Butler fell to 14-8 overall and 6-4 in the Horizon with the loss. The Crusaders now share the conference lead with Cleveland State who they are set to face on Thursday evening.
