Alliman’s heroics lift Cedarville over No. 2 Walsh
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Cedarville, OH (01-27-2010): Captain Ricardo Alliman’s three-point play with 58.8 seconds left gave Cedarville University a stunning 73-72 upset victory over NAIA No.2 Walsh University in an American Mideast Conference (AMC) game last night in front of a loud and raucous home crowd. After the heroics of the 6’ 7” senior forward, Cedarville dodged two potentially fatal bullets as Walsh misfired on a game-winning three-pointer but secured the offensive rebound and was fouled. They, however, missed both free throws and Cedarville celebrated its fifth AMC victory to move to 5-2 and 13-7 overall. Alliman finished with another game-high double-double of 23 points and 11 rebounds. Cedarville led 34-33 at the break but fell behind by 10 points in the second half before embarking on a 23-6 run to take a 66-59 advantage with 5:30 to go.
