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Jordan Named C-USA Player of the Week for fourth time this season
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Irving, TX (01-21-2009): At this rate, the Conference USA “Player of the Week” award may soon be renamed the “Jerome Jordan” award as the junior center was named the winner of the award for the fourth time this season. Jordan, a 7' 0" agile center, helped the University of Tulsa to a 19-point win over Marshall University, while dropping a one-point decision to the University of Memphis last week. He averaged 22.5 points, 11.5 rebounds, 3.5 blocks and 2.0 assists in those two contests, while shooting 56 percent from the field and 89 percent from the free-throw line. Jordan registered a double-double in both games, equaling a league-best seven this season and 14 in his career. Against Memphis, he tallied 20 points, 13 rebounds, four blocks and three assists in 40 minutes, and against Marshall he scored a career-high 25 points and added 10 rebounds and three blocks in 31 minutes. 
Tulsa edged by Tulane in OT thriller
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New Orleans, LA (01-22-2009): Junior center and four-time Conference USA “Player of the Week” winner, Jerome Jordan, scored 14 points, snatched nine rebounds, and swatted four shots last night, but unfortunately his University of Tulsa Hurricanes fell 75-76 to nemesis Tulane University in New Orleans. The last five games of the series have been decided by four points or less, and the margin of victory for either team in that time span has been a mere two points. The defeat dropped Tulsa to 12-7 and 2-2 in conference play. Tulsa travels to El Paso, Texas, on Saturday to face UTEP at 8 p.m. CT.

Louisville rolls to sixth straight win
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Piscataway, NJ (01-22-2009): The University of Louisville, after taking down NCAA No. 1 University of Pittsburgh over the weekend, avoided a letdown last night and instead rolled to its sixth straight victory with an easy 78-59 triumph over Rutgers University on the road. The victory moved the cardinals into a first-place tie with Marquette University at 5-0 in the Big east conference and 14-3 overall. Freshman center Samardo Samuels again made his presence felt in the middle, connecting on 6-of-9 shots from the field and 3-of-5 from the charity stripe for a total of 15 points.
