Cedarville unable to fend off Bethel’s late charge 
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West Palm Beach, FL (12-30-2009): NAIA Division II No. 8 Cedarville University fell 76-66 last night, thanks to a late 14-4 run from No. 3 Bethel University, in the first round of the Northwood Invitational Tournament in West Palm Beach, Florida. Leading scorer and rebounder Ricardo Alliman managed only eight points and six rebounds, as the Bethel defense would not let him breathe. The defense camped-out in the paint and dared Cedarville to beat them from the outside. This strategy worked as Cedarville could shoot no better than 39 percent to their opponent’s 52 percent.
