Notre Dame prepares for conference play with win over Algoma
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South Euclid, OH (01-06-2010): Center Karim McFarlane led a 12-2 run to start the second half as Notre Dame College defeated Algoma University of Ontario, Canada, 90-57 last night. McFarlane was one of five players in double-figures for the winners and just missed posting a double-double, finishing with 11 points and nine rebounds. Notre Dame (10-5) led 29-23 at the break before a second half explosion that saw them outscoring Algoma 61-34 on 60 percent shooting from the field. The 61 points marked the most points scored by Notre Dame since 2007. They will now be off for six days before hosting Shawnee State University next Thursday, January 14, 2010 at 8:00 p.m. EST, the beginning of 11 straight American Mideast Conference (AMC) games.
