Wilson’s free throws helps keep Wisconsin-Parkside at bay
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Owensboro, KY (01-08-2010): Senior Andree Wilson sank 11-of-12 free throws to help NCAA Division II No. 13 Kentucky Wesleyan College (KWC) hold off University of Wisconsin-Parkside 78-64 in a Great Lakes Valley Conference on Wednesday night. The 6’ 4” undersized forward also connected on 4-of-5 shots from the field to finish with a team-high 19 points, and grabbed eight rebounds. Shooting 86 percent from the line this season, Wilson was repeatedly fouled as KWC pounded the ball inside. He calmly stepped to the line and buried all eight of his attempts over the final 7:33 of the game to keep Wisconsin-Parkside at bay. The victory improved KWC to 14-1 and 3-0 in conference play.
